AWANA Rules 

· Verse Listening

All Club members MUST recite their verses to a Leader within our AWANA club. These would include: Directors Leader, Listeners, Secretaries, Game Directors, Commanders, and our Pastor. Club Members may NOT have their Parents sign off a verse or section in their books, even if the Parent qualifies as one of the leaders mentioned above. Verses may be listened to at anytime, at any place, as long as it is signed off by one of the leaders. Verses may Not be listened to over the phone. A club member may receive a maximum of two(2) helps per section when reciting verses. In order to receive a season-end Book Award on “Awards Night” club members must finish their books by the end of the AWANA year (one(1) week before Awards Night).
· Discipline
Discipline is always a very difficult subject to deal with. It is important, however, that ALL children, Parents, and Leaders understand how disciplinary actions will be handled at AWANA this season. It is important that ALL Leaders embrace these tools to assure a smooth flowing AWANA season. It is also important for parents to understand these rules, and review them carefully with their children. 

The Five Count: is where the leader who is overseeing a particular activity feels that there is too much noise or chaos to continue. This Leader will hold his/her hand in the air and count to five. Before the leader reaches five(5), there should be total and complete silence by EVERYONE around the area. Any time a Club member hears a count, they should immediately stop what ever they are doing, be quiet, and pay attention. The five(5) count applies to everyone present, including Leader and Parents. All leaders present should join in on the five(5) count to bring the room to a calmer state faster. Club members are Not to join in with the five count, they are to be as quiet as possible.
Warnings: When a Leader has to get after a particular Club Member and warn them more than once, the Leader will take the club member to the director for a discussion about the behavior (this is a “One (1) Count”). If the problem continues with that club member they will be sent to the Commander (for a “two (2) Count”). If they are allowed to go back to club and they continue to cause problems they have reached a “Three (3) Count” and will be sent , taken to their parents at church or home. Parents will be notified if this happens , and asked to talk with their child about proper behavior.
· Club Night Schedule:
All club members should be dropped off No EARLIER  then 4:50 pm when sign-in begins.

All club Members should be picked up NO LATER then 7:15pm.
